Through intimate gatherings and social 
experiences, members form lasting relationships across Tampa Bay while gaining insight into how a world-class museum 
operates and evolves.

All Young Patrons Collective memberships include admission for two people— the member and one guest— 
to YPC events, reinforcing the social and community-centered spirit of the program.



MEMBERSHIP STRUCTURE
All Young Patrons Collective participants must maintain an active MFA general membership, ensuring year-round 
connection to the Museum’s exhibitions and programs. After joining or renewing a general membership, individuals may 
enroll in the Young Patrons Collective at one of the following philanthropic levels:

YOUNG PATRONS COLLECTIVE
Annual Contribution: $350
An approachable entry point for individuals seeking deeper cultural engagement and connection. Includes:

•	 Invitations for two people to all YPC socials and networking events
•	 Private access to exhibition previews and behind-the-scenes experiences
•	 Recognition as a Young Patrons Collective supporter

YOUNG PATRONS CIRCLE
Annual Contribution: $750
Designed for members ready to further invest in the Museum and enjoy elevated access. Includes all Young Patrons 
Collective benefits, plus:

•	 Priority registration for YPC events (for two attendees)
•	 Invitation for two people to one intimate, members-only experience annually (such as a curator salon, artist 

conversation, or private walkthrough)

YOUNG PATRONS LEADERSHIP
Annual Contribution: $1,500
Ideal for established young leaders and collectors committed to sustaining the MFA’s artistic, educational, and 
community-driven work. Includes all benefits above, plus:

•	 Invitation for two people to a private leadership experience with Museum leadership or curatorial staff
•	 Guest access for two to one higher-level MFA event annually
•	 Elevated recognition as a Young Patrons Leadership supporter

GENERAL MUSEUM MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENT
All Young Patrons Collective members must hold an MFA membership at any level, including:

•	 Individual — $75
•	 Dual — $125
•	 Family — $150
•	 Sustainer, Patron, or above for those wishing to further support the Museum

Members may select the level that best reflects how they wish to engage with and support the MFA.

Participation in the Young Patrons Collective is a meaningful form of cultural stewardship. Contributions support 
exhibitions, education initiatives, and community outreach programs—helping ensure the MFA remains welcoming, 
innovative, and inspiring for generations to come.
